½ Here at the University of Portland, we have two TriMet 
buses servicing our campus that will connect you with 
the local MAX light rail system and the entire Portland 
region transit network.  

½ The Public Safety Office and the Pilot House 
Information Desk are TriMet ticket distribution 
locations where students can look for information on 
bus routes and purchase monthly discounted bus 
passes or ticket booklets.

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RIDING THE BUS 

The bus system in Portland is pretty extensive so you 
can get wherever you need relatively easily. Many people 
use the Trimet system to get around the Portland area. 

The Trimet website is a great resource for those of 
you that wish to ride the bus. The site has the ability to 
plan your entire trip for you. It includes the distance you 
spend walking as well as the time you spend waiting for 
the bus.  

The #44 TriMet route runs right in front of the school.

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HELPFUL POINTERS FOR 

RIDING THE BUS 

½ Arrive at your stop 5 minutes early.  

¼ Wait on the sidewalk where the operator can see you. 

½ As the bus approaches, check the sign above the front 

window to make sure it is the line and destination you want. 

¼ If it is, signal the operator that you wish to board. 

½ Be ready with exact change, a valid ticket, transfer receipt 

or pass. 

¼ You can purchase tickets and passes at the information 

center in the Pilot House and at Public Safety. 

½ When you want to exit the bus, pull the bell cord or push 

the plastic strip near the window to request the next stop. 

½ Busses will not stop at every stop. Therefore, know where 

your destination is ahead of time or ask the operator when 

boarding if he or she could indicate your stop.

Gresham, Beaverton, Hillsboro, Clackamas and the 

Portland Airport. Trains run every 5-15 minutes roughly 

between 4 a.m. and midnight. On the TriMet website 

there is information about schedules, fares, and planning 

trips. 

½ You must acquire a validated ticket, bus transfer 

receipt, or monthly pass before boarding the MAX. 
¼ Ticket machines are located at each station 

 

 

RIDING THE MAX 
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½ Signs at the station indicate where to wait and when the next train 

is due 

½ Signs on the front of each train identify the line (Blue, Red, Yellow, 

or Green) and final destination. 

½ As the MAX approaches, stay behind the white bumpy tiles and 

wait for the train to come to a complete stop. After the doors open 

automatically, you can board the train. 

½ The MAX stops at every station. 
¼ The station name is announced before each stop and appears on the reader 

board overhead. 

½ If you are riding within the Free Rail Zone, you do not need to pay a 

fare. 
¼ The Free Rail Zone includes most of downtown Portland (within the boundaries 

of the Willamette River, NW Irving Street, and the I-405 freeway), the MAX 

stations from the Rose Quarter to Lloyd Center, and bus stops along NE 

Multnomah to 13th Ave.

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PARKING PERMITS 

Parking permits are required for every vehicle coming to the 
University of Portland Monday through Friday, 8am to 
4pm. Permits may be obtained from the Department of 
Public Safety and daily visitor passes may be obtained 
from the information desk at the Pilot House.  

 
When obtaining a parking permit, remember to bring a valid

Temporary student parking permits cost $5.00 for each school day 
(resident freshman are not eligible). Replacement charge for a 
lost or damaged permit is $20.00 which is applicable for all 
faculty, staff, and students including carpool permit holders. 
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CARPOOL PERMITS 

Carpool permits are not authorized for faculty, staff, 
or students that reside in University of Portland 
residence halls, or in a one mile radius. To 
promote and encourage carpooling, two or more 
members of the University community (except 
resident students and those persons living in 
University-owned housing) each owning their 
own separate vehicle may obtain, free of charge, 
a carpool permit that will allow them to park in 
special areas set aside for carpool parking only.

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OFF-CAMPUS PARKING 

RESTRICTIONS 

Students, faculty and staff members, may not park north of 
Willamette Blvd. and south of Princeton St. between Olin 
and Wall Ave.  Also, students, faculty and staff members 
may not park on Willamette Lane and Warren St. between 
Monteith Ave. and Wall Ave.  

Regulations in effect between 8:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. on 
school days. 

Members of the University community who live within this area 
should register their vehicles with the Department of 
Public Safety to avoid being issued a citation for violation of 
University Policy. Except for freshman, parking is permitted 
on the city streets west of the main campus. 
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TRAFFIC REGULATIONS 

½Campus speed limit is 15mph. 
½Drivers must obey all posted traffic and parking signs 

including stop signs painted on the ground in the main lot. 
½Crosswalks must be respected and pedestrians have right 

of way. 
½Road behind Kenna Hall is an exit only and vehicles are 

prohibited from entering campus by use of this roadway. 
½Open containers of alcoholic beverages are prohibited in 

vehicles under Oregon law. 
½During the move-in and move-out times into dorms, 

parking regulations may be modified. 
½Failure to stop or yield to a public safety vehicle may 

result in the loss of driving privileges on campus 
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PARKING RESTRICTIONS 

½Parking on lawns, sidewalks, firelanes, or loading areas. 
½Parking vehicle in other than an authorized space or area. 
½Parking without a permit or failing to display permit

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ZIPCAR 

½ Zipcar and the University of Portland offer Zipcar 
memberships to the student population, 18 years old 
and up, so you can leave your car at home.  

½ With limited parking on campus, students are 
encouraged to not bring their vehicles to campus. 
Additionally, with the cost of parking and gas, having a 
car at UP gets expensive.  

½ With multiple types of Zipcars on campus, take your pick 
on which car you want to drive.

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UP SHUTTLE 

½ The University of Portland offers a shuttle service from 
the University Pilot House to the New Seasons Market 
on the corner of N. Interstate and N. Rosa Parks 
Way Monday ς Saturday and Sunday Shuttle service to

½ This allows University community members direct 
access to the Yellow Line MAX and alternative bus 
lines, which travel between both Portland's exciting 
Downtown and NW Neighborhood and the Portland 
International Airport.

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BICYCLE POLICY 

Bicycles are not required to have parking permits. However, they 
must be registered with the public safety department. There 
is no charge for this registration. 

Bicycles are required to be secured by a bicycle lock to an 
approved bike storage rack while parked on campus. Bicycles 
may not be secured in doorways, handrails, stairwells, ADA 
access, and all areas designated by the fire code as egress. 

Any bicycle left unsecured and unregistered may be impounded or 
secured by public safety immediately, and the owner/operator 
cited. 

Bicycle U-locks may be purchased from public safety.

COMPUTERS 

½ There are three main computer labs on campus: 

¼ Franz Hall on the first floor.   

¼ Shiley Hall on the second floor. 

¼ The Interim Library in the Terrace Room 

½ There are computers available for quick access in 
the Cove, Franz Hall basement, Buckley Center, and

¼ These computers have limited uses. They have 
access to the internet and Pilots.up.edu. 

¼  However, there is no access for printing. 
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PRINTING 

½ Printing is available at the computer labs in Franz Hall, Shiley 
Hall, and the Interim Library. 

½ Printing from any of the computers on campus does cost 
money.   

½ Each student is allotted $10.00 per semester, and if there is 
a remaining balance after fall semester it rolls over into 
spring, but all accounts are cleared at the end of the spring 
semester. 

½ Students can add money to their print account at the money 
station located in the Franz Hall computer lab and in the 
Interim Library.  

½ As a quick note, always be sure to log off the computer 
completely as others may use the print money on your 
account. 
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COPY MACHINES 

½ There are copy machines that are also available for 
student use.  

¼ These are located in the Franz Hall computer 
lab and the Interim Library. 

½ Copy cards can be purchased in various amounts 
at the Library Service Desk.  

¼ These cards make it easier when it comes to 
copying because you do not need to use coins.
