· Interview Applicants will be selected for an interview by a committee from the University of Portland and instructed to sign up for an interview time at the Moreau Center. Not all applicants who submit an application will receive an interview.
· Obtain Passport If you do not currently have a passport you may still apply for the program, but must be able and willing to obtain a passport as soon as possible.
· Participate in preparation/formation You will be required to engage in group meetings and activities to help you prepare for this experience. Preparation will include readings that focus on Catholic social teaching, servant leadership, accompaniment, and working/living in a L’Arche Community as well as spending time with the L’Arche Community in Portland or at L’Arche UP.
· Learn Italian Language Applicants are strongly encouraged to enroll in a beginner's course in Italian prior to going to Bologna, either through Portland State University, Portland Community College or through an online course. While Italian is not a requirement for the program, some very basic knowledge of Italian will help quite a bit. Familiarity with Spanish or French is also useful.
· Save the Dates  Students should plan to be in Bologna for the full experience, approximately May 20-July, 21 2018 (8 weeks).
